This Meat Inspection Program Discussion Request Form is intended for use when further discussion is requested by producers/consigners and/or herd/flock veterinarians regarding condemnations or dispositions made at provincially licensed meat plants in Ontario and information included on Form 202: Whole and/or Partial Carcass(es) Condemnations.
Discussions are for the sole purpose of education and improving overall animal health in the province of Ontario and could include:
•         Reviewing observations included on relevant Form 202: Whole and/or partial Carcass(es) Condemnations and any associated laboratory results
•         Explaining how the findings and information included on the condemnation form and any associated laboratory testing informed the final disposition. Please note dispositions provided on Form 202: Whole and/or Partial Carcass(es) Condemnations are based upon the abnormal findings observed at ante mortem or post mortem inspection and are not a diagnosis of any kind.
•         Discussing possible treatments/best practices to improve overall animal health
Any discussions with the Area Manager or Veterinarian will not alter the Disposition decision given to animals, carcass(es) and/or parts of carcass(es), nor will it serve as an appeal of the same. The powers conferred by appointment to Veterinary Inspectors under the Food Safety and Quality Act, 2001 allows dispositions to be made on individual livestock, groups of livestock, carcasses, parts of carcasses, and products based on professional judgement. The Act and Meat Regulation do not provide an appeal of the disposition.
Upon completion of the form below, ensure submission is made to the relevant OMAFRA Meat Inspection Area Manager by way of the meat plant operator. Following the submission, OMAFRA commits to responding to this request within 10 business days of receipt. If the request requires a more urgent response, please ensure to note requested timeframe and reason for urgency on the request form as well as in correspondence with the Area Manager.
