•         “Mine Production” refers to “mining that is producing any mineral or mineral-bearing substance for immediate sale or stockpiling for future sale, and includes the development of a mine for such purposes.”
•         “Temporary Suspension” means “the planned or unplanned suspension of a project in accordance with a filed closure plan where protective measures are in place and the site is being monitored continuously by the proponent.”
•         “Inactivity” means “the indefinite suspension of a project in accordance with a filed closure plan where protective measures are in place but the site is not being continuously monitored by the proponent.”
•         “Closing Out” is, during inactivity, where the proponent is carrying out the remaining rehabilitation measures under a filed closure plan in order to reach closed out.
•         “Closed out” means that “the final stage of closure has been reached and that all the requirements of a filed closure plan have been complied with.”
