Effective Date
If the agreement to amalgamate is adopted in accordance with s.113 (3) of the Corporations Act, the amalgamating companies may apply jointly to BPPB for letters patent confirming the agreement and amalgamating the companies. The date of the amalgamation takes effect on the date provided on the letters patent and is dated when all required documents are received and complete.
Appearance and Format of Documents
The application must be submitted in duplicate on Form 11 as prescribed in Ontario Regulations made under the Corporations Act. Applications which do not conform to Form 11 cannot be accepted and will be returned to the applicant(s)/agent who submitted the application.
Applications, and any supporting documents, which are to be filed with the Ministry must be typewritten, or, if completed by hand printed in block capital letters in black ink. Applications and supporting documents must be legible.
Forms and any supporting documents or extra pages, must be printed on one side of good quality white bond paper 8 1/2" by 11”.
Pages are numbered 1 through 3 and should remain in that order. Applications with missing pages cannot be accepted. If additional pages are required due to lack of space, they must be the same size as all other pages, and must be numbered the same as the original page with letter(s) of the alphabet indicating sequence. e.g. 1A,1B etc.

Corporate Name
Name Search
Nuans is a computerized search system that compares a proposed corporate name or trade mark with databases of existing corporate bodies and trade marks. This comparison determines the similarity that exists between the proposed name or mark and existing names in the database and produces a listing of names that are found to be most similar. An Ontario Nuans name search report must be obtained from a private name search company and cannot be dated more than 90 days prior to the submission of the application. For example, an application submitted on November 28th could be accompanied by a Nuans name search report dated as early as August 30th, but not dated earlier. Name of Amalgamated Corporation
General – The proposed name for a not-for-profit corporation in Ontario must meet specific criteria before it can be granted. A name that is identical to the name of another corporation, except one of the amalgamating corporations, or that contravenes the Corporations Act or Regulations, will not be approved for use. If the proposed name is confusingly similar to an existing corporate name, or the name contains the name of an individual, the consent of the existing corporation or the individual may be required before the name can be approved.

A copy of the amalgamation agreement must form part of the application and must not be submitted as a separate Schedule to the application. Pages of the agreement should be numbered 2A, 2B, etc.
