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7. Quest for Gold Terms and Conditions
The Athlete Assistance Program grants awarded by the Province are governed by an agreement between the Applicant and the Province (the “Agreement”). The general terms and conditions of this Agreement are contained in this Application Form.
By completing this Application Form and submitting it to the Province, the Applicant is agreeing to be bound by these particular Terms and Conditions, if the Province awards the Applicant a grant.
The Province may also include other terms and conditions in the Agreement prior to awarding the Applicant a grant. These additional terms and conditions will be contained in the Approval Letter or Subsequent Correspondence that the Province will send to the Applicant for signature. If the Applicant agrees to the additional terms and conditions, the Applicant must sign a copy of the correspondence and return the correspondence to the Province.
Please note that the Province will not provide any grant funds to the Applicant unless:
•         the Minister of Sport approves the funding; and
•         the Applicant agrees to be bound by all of the terms and conditions of the Agreement (including those contained in the Approval Letter or Subsequent Correspondence).

1. Interpretation and Definition
1.1 Interpretation
For the purposes of interpretation:
(a)         words in the singular include the plural and vice-versa;
(b)         words in one gender include all genders;
(c)         the headings do not form part of the Agreement; they are for reference only and will not affect the interpretation of the Agreement;
(d)         any reference to dollars or currency will be in Canadian dollars and currency; and
(e)         “include”, “includes” and “including” denote that the subsequent list is not exhaustive.
1.2 Definitions
In the Agreement, the following terms will have the following meanings:
“Agreement” means the Application Guidelines, the Application Form including these general terms and conditions, the Approval Letter, and any additional terms and conditions which may be imposed by the Province in Subsequent Correspondence.
“Applicant” means the amateur athlete that has submitted the Application Form to the Province for Funds under the Program.
“Application Form” means the Quest for Gold Ontario Athlete Assistance Program Application submitted by the Applicant for funding under the Program, and includes all information contained therein.
“Application Guidelines” means the Quest for Gold Application Guidelines.
“Approval Letter” means the letter from the Province to the Applicant announcing the award of a grant to the Applicant under the Program.
“Athlete Handbook” means either the Ontario Card Quest for Gold Athlete Handbook or the Canada Card Quest for Gold Athlete Handbook, as the case may be, created by the Ministry and distributed to the Applicants.
“Business Day” means any working day, Monday to Friday inclusive, excluding statutory and other holidays, namely: New Year’s Day; Family Day; Good Friday; Easter Monday; Victoria Day; Canada Day; Civic Holiday; Labour Day; Thanksgiving Day; Remembrance Day; Christmas Day; Boxing Day and any other day on which the Province has elected to be closed for business.
“Effective Date” means the date of the Approval Letter.
“Event of Default” has the meaning ascribed to it in section 15.1.
“Failure” has the meaning ascribed to it in section 28.1.
“Funds” means the money the Province provides to the Recipient pursuant to the Agreement.
“Ministry” means the Ministry of Sport, or as it may be renamed from time to time.
“Maximum Funds” means the maximum dollar amount of the grant as stated in the Approval Letter.
“Notice” means any communication given or required to be given pursuant to the Agreement.
"Notice Period” means the period of time within which the Recipient is required to remedy an Event of Default, pursuant to section A15.3(b), and includes any such period or periods of time by which the Province extends that time in accordance with section A15.4.
“Party” means either the Province or the Recipient.
“Parties” means the Province and the Recipient.
“Program” means the Quest for Gold – Ontario Athlete Assistance Program.
“Province” means His Majesty the King in right of Ontario as represented by the Minister of Sport.
“Recipient” means the Applicant who has been awarded a grant under the Program.
“Reports” means the reports described in Article 7.0.
“Sport Organization” means the Provincial Sport Organization, Multi Sport Organization or National Sport Organization responsible for governing the specific sport in which the Applicant or Recipient competes.
“Sport Organization - Athlete Agreement” means the agreement between the Applicant or Recipient, as the case may be, and his or her Sport Organization, as described in the Athlete Handbook.
“Subsequent Correspondence” means any correspondence relating to the Funds and/or the Program that the Province sends to the Recipient subsequent to the Approval Letter.
2. Representations, Warranties and Covenants
2.1 General
The Recipient represents warrants and covenants that:
(a)         he or she is either a Canadian Citizen or a permanent resident;
(b)         he or she must either be a resident of Ontario for a minimum of one year prior to the date of his or her application or come within the military family residency exemption described in Article 4;
(c)         he or she meets, and will continue to meet for the term of the Agreement, all eligibility requirements for the Program as specified in the Athlete Handbook;
(d)         he or she has entered into, and is in compliance with the Sports Organization – Athlete Agreement; 
(e)         he or she is in compliance with, and will continue to comply with, all applicable federal and provincial laws and regulations, all municipal by-laws, and all applicable rules by- laws, policies, notices, orders and approvals that apply to the Recipient’s sport or the Funds, or both;
(f)         unless otherwise provided for in the Agreement, any information the Recipient provided to the Province in support of his or her request for grant funds, including information relating to any eligibility requirements, was true and complete at the time the Recipient provided it and shall continue to be true and complete for the term of the Agreement; and
(g)         he or she is not, and shall not become a party to any agreement, business or other relationship that may conflict with his or her obligations under the Agreement during the term of the Agreement.
2.2 Execution of Agreement
The Recipient represents and warrants that he or she has:
(a)         the full power and authority to enter into the Agreement; and
(b)         taken all necessary actions to authorize the execution of the Agreement.
2.3 Supporting Documentation
Upon the request of the Province, the Recipient will provide the Province with proof of the matters referred to in this Article 2.0.
3. Term  of the Agreement
3.1 Term
The Agreement shall be in effect for a period of one year from the date of the Approval Letter unless terminated earlier pursuant to Article 13, Article 14, or Article 15.
4. Military Family Residency Exemption
4.1 Exemption
The minimum one-year Ontario residency requirement for Program eligibility is waived where the Applicant is a spouse, common law partner, or dependent of:
(a)         a Regular Force member of the Canadian Forces, or
(b)         a Reservist currently deployed by the Canadian Forces into active service, as more particularly described in the Athlete Handbook.
5. Funds and Carrying Out the Project
5.1 Funds Provided
The Province will:
(a)         provide the Recipient up to the Maximum Funds for the purpose of participating in the Program;
(b)         provide the Funds to the Recipient  as specified in the Approval Letter; and 
(c)         deposit the Funds into an account designated by the Recipient provided that the account:
         (i)         resides at a Canadian financial institution; and
         (ii)         is in the name of the Recipient.
5.2 Limitation on Payment of Funds
Despite section 5.1:
(a)         the Province is not obligated to provide any Funds to the Recipient until the Recipient satisfies all preconditions contained in the Agreement, including agreeing to all terms and conditions contained in any Subsequent Correspondence, if any;
(b)         the Province may adjust or withhold the Funds it provides to the Recipient based upon the Province’s assessment of the information provided by the Recipient pursuant to section 7.1, including assessments of eligibility requirements for the Program as specified in the Athlete Handbook and whether the Recipient has entered into a Sports Organization – Athlete Agreement;
(c)         if, pursuant to the Financial Administration Act (Ontario), the Province does not receive the necessary appropriation from the Ontario Legislature for payment under the Agreement, the Province is not obligated to make any such payment, and, as a consequence, the Province may:
         (i)         reduce the amount of Funds; or
         (ii)         terminate the Agreement pursuant to section 14.1.
5.3 Use of Funds
Unless otherwise permitted by the Province in writing, the Recipient will use the Funds solely for the purpose of paying for living, educational or athlete training and development expenses as authorized in the Athlete Handbook.
5.4 Province’s Role Limited to Providing Funds. 
For greater clarity, the Province’s role under the Agreement is limited to providing Funds to the Recipient. 
5.5 Rebates, Credits and Refunds
The Recipient acknowledges that the amount of Funds available to him or her pursuant to the Agreement is based on the actual costs to the Recipient to participate in the Program, less any costs (including taxes) for which the Recipient has received, will receive, or is eligible to receive funds, a rebate, credit, or refund, whether provided by any third party, ministry, agency, or organization of the Government of Ontario.
6. Program Requirements
Competing for Ontario and Canada. During the term of the Agreement, the Recipient shall compete exclusively on behalf of the Province of Ontario at national championship events and for Canada at international championship events, for a period of one year from the date of the Approval Letter. The Recipient will also acknowledge Ontario as their permanent place of residence on athlete profiles, media guides, provincial sport organizations’ or national sports organizations’ websites, and in similar types of public communications for one year from the date of the Approval Letter.
6.1 Funding or Credits From Other Province and Territories
During the term of the Agreement, the Recipient shall not accept funding or tax credits from another provincial/territorial athlete assistance program.
6.2 Sport Organization – Athlete Agreement.
The Recipient shall:
(a)         have entered into a Sport Organization – Athlete Agreement with his or her Sport Organization before any Funds are provided by the Province; and
(b)         throughout the term of the Agreement, comply with the terms and conditions of the Sport Organization – Athlete Agreement, to the satisfaction of the Sport Organization.
6.3 Additional Terms and Conditions
The Province may provide Subsequent Correspondence containing such additional terms and conditions relating to the Program as the Province considers appropriate for the proper conduct of the Program. The Recipient agrees to abide by any terms and conditions that may be contained in such Subsequent Correspondence.
7. Reporting, Accounting and Review
7.1 Preparation and Submission
The Recipient will:
submit to the Province at the address referred to in section 18.1, such reports and information as the Province may request relating to the Recipient’s participation in the Program, expenditure of Funds or compliance with the Agreement, in accordance with the timelines specified by the Province. The Recipient will ensure that that all reports are completed on time to the satisfaction of the Province.
7.2 Record Maintenance
The Recipient will keep and maintain for a period of three years after the expiration or termination of the Agreement: 
(a)         all financial records (including invoices) relating to the Funds or otherwise to the Program; and
(b)         all non-financial documents and records relating to the Funds or otherwise to the Program.
7.3 Inspection
The Province, its authorized representatives or an independent auditor identified by the Province may, at the Province's own expense and upon twenty-four hours’ Notice to the Recipient and during normal business hours, review the Recipient’s allocation and expenditure of the Funds and, for these purposes, the Province, its authorized representatives or an independent auditor identified by the Province may take one or more of the following actions:
(a)         Inspect and copy the records and documents referred to in section 7.2;
(b)         Remove any copies made pursuant to section 7.3(a) from the Recipient’s premises; and 
(c)         Conduct an audit or investigation of the Recipient in respect of the expenditure of the Funds.
7.4 Disclosure
To assist in respect of the Province's rights set out in section 7.3 the Recipient will disclose any information requested by the Province, its authorized representatives or an independent auditor identified by the Province, and will do so in the form requested by the Province, its authorized representatives or an independent auditor identified by the Province, as the case may be.
7.5 No Control of Records
No provision of the Agreement will be construed so as to give the Province any control whatsoever over the Recipient’s records.
7.6 Auditor General
For greater certainty, the Province’s rights under this Article are in addition to any rights provided to the Auditor General pursuant to section 9.1 of the Auditor General Act (Ontario).
8. Communications Requirements
8.1 Acknowledge Support
If requested by the Province, the Recipient shall acknowledge the support of the Government of Ontario, wherever possible, in a manner specified by the Province, including acknowledging Ontario as their permanent place of residence on athlete profiles, media guides, provincial sport organizations’ websites, national sport organizations’ website, and in similar types of public communications.
9. Participation in Evaluation Process
9.1 Participation in Evaluation Process
If requested by the Province, the Recipient shall participate in Province-conducted evaluations of the Program.
10. Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy
10.1 FIPPA
The Recipient acknowledges that the Province is bound by the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act (Ontario) and that any information provided to the Province in connection with the Program or the Agreement may be subject to disclosure in accordance with that Act.
11. Impact on Scholarships and Income Support
11.1 Status as Amateur Athlete for NCCA and Other Athletic Scholarships
The Recipient:
(a)         acknowledges that the Province has given no assurances and made no representations or warranties regarding the possible impact of the Funds on the Recipient’s status as an amateur athlete or on the Recipient’s eligibility to receive athletic scholarships;
(b)         accepts sole responsibility for making any necessary inquiries with the National Collegiate Athletic Association, and other athletic organizations, as necessary, to determine whether acceptance of financial assistance under the Program would negatively affect the Recipient’s status as an amateur athlete or the Recipient’s eligibility to receive athletic scholarships;
(c)         agrees that the Province has no responsibility for any consequences that may follow, or losses that the Recipient may sustain, if the Recipient is found not to be an amateur athlete or found ineligible to receive athletic scholarships; and
(d)         agrees not to make any claims against the Province for any costs, losses or damages arising out of, or in any way related to, the Recipient’s status as an amateur athlete or the Recipient’s eligibility to receive athletic scholarships.
(e)         accepts sole responsibility for making any necessary inquiries for determining whether receipt of assistance under the Program would negatively affect his or her eligibility for income support from other scholarships, bursaries or student financial assistance programs, disability or other pensions, social assistance programs, or other income support programs. The Recipient will not make any claims against the Province for any costs, losses or damages arising out of any negative effects in connection with the Program or the Funds on the Recipient’s eligibility for such income support, however directly or indirectly caused.
12. Limitation of Liability
12.1 Limitation of Liability
The Province and its ministers, officers, appointees, employees and agents shall not be liable to the Recipient, or to the Recipient’s heirs, executors or successors for any costs, losses, claims, liabilities or damages howsoever caused (including any incidental, indirect, special or consequential damages; and damages to property or any injury to persons, including death) arising out of or in any way related to the Funds or to the Recipient’s participation in the Program, unless solely caused by the negligence or willful misconduct of the Province, its ministers, officers, appointees, employees or agents.
13. Termination on Notice
13.1 Termination on Notice
The Province may terminate the Agreement at any time without liability, penalty or costs upon giving at least 30 days’ Notice to the Recipient.
13.2 Consequences of Termination on Notice by the Province
If the Province terminates the Agreement pursuant to section 13.1, the Province may take one or more of the following actions:
(a)         cancel the payment of Funds; and
(b)         demand the repayment of any Funds remaining in the possession or under the control of the Recipient.
14. Termination Where No Appropriation
14.1 Termination Where No Appropriation
If, as provided for in section 5.2(c), the Province does not receive the necessary appropriation from the Ontario Legislature for any payment the Province is required to make pursuant to the Agreement, the Province may terminate the Agreement immediately without liability, penalty or costs by giving Notice to the Recipient.
14.2 Consequences of Termination Where No Appropriation
If the Province terminates the Agreement pursuant to section 14.1, the Province may take one or more of the following actions:
(a)         cancel the payment of Funds; and
(b)         demand the repayment of any Funds remaining in the possession or under the control of the Recipient.
15. Event of Default, Corrective Action and Termination for Default
15.1 Events of Default
Each of the following events will constitute an Event of Default:
(a)         in the opinion of the Province, the Recipient breaches any representation, warranty, covenant or other material term of the Agreement, including failing to do any of the following in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Agreement:
         (i)         use or spend the Funds in accordance with section 5.3;
         (ii)         meet the requirements for the Program set out in Article 6;
         (iii)         meet the eligibility criteria for the Program set out in the Athlete Handbook; 
         (iv)         participate in any evaluation process that may be required pursuant to Article 9; and
         (v)         provide reports or information as may be required pursuant to Article 7.
15.2 Consequences of Events of Default and Corrective Action
If an Event of Default occurs, the Province may, at any time, take one or more of the following actions:
(a)         initiate any action the Province considers necessary in order to fulfil the objectives of the Program;
(b)         provide the Recipient with an opportunity to remedy the Event of Default;
(c)         suspend the payment of Funds for such period as the Province determines appropriate;
(d)         reduce the amount of the Funds;
(e)         cancel any  payment of Funds;
(f)         demand the repayment of any Funds remaining in the possession or under the control of the Recipient;
(g)         demand the repayment of an amount equal to any Funds the Recipient used, not in accordance with the Agreement;
(h)         demand the repayment of an amount equal to any Funds the Province provided to the Recipient; and
(i)         terminate the Agreement at any time, including immediately, without liability, penalty or costs to the Province upon giving Notice to the Recipient.
15.3 Opportunity to Remedy.
If, in accordance with section 15.2(b), the Province provides the Recipient with an opportunity to remedy the Event of Default, the Province will provide Notice to the Recipient of:
(a)         the particulars of the Event of Default; and
(b)         the Notice Period.
15.4 Recipient not Remedying
If the Province has provided the Recipient with an opportunity to remedy the Event of Default pursuant to section 15.2(b), and:
(a)         the Recipient does not remedy the Event of Default within the Notice Period;
(b)         it becomes apparent to the Province that the Recipient cannot completely remedy the Event of Default within the Notice Period; or
(c)         the Recipient is not proceeding to remedy the Event of Default in a way that is satisfactory to the Province, the Province may extend the Notice Period, or initiate any one or more of the actions provided for in sections 15.2(a), (c), (d), (e), (f), (g), (h) and (i).
15.5 When Termination Effective
Termination under this Article will take effect as set out in the Notice from the Province.
16. Funds Upon Expiry
16.1 Funds Upon Expiry
The Recipient will, upon expiry of the Agreement, return to the Province any Funds remaining in his/her possession or under his/her control.
17. Repayment
17.1 Repayment of Overpayment.
If at any time the Province provides Funds in excess of the amount to which the Recipient is entitled under the Agreement, the Province may:
(a)         deduct an amount equal to the excess Funds from any subsequent payment of Funds; or
(b)         demand that the Recipient pay an amount equal to the excess Funds to the Province.
17.2 Debt Due
If, pursuant to the Agreement:
(a)         the Province demands from the Recipient the payment of any Funds or an amount equal to any Funds; or
(b)         the Recipient owes any Funds or an amount equal to any Funds to the Province, whether or not their return or repayment has been demanded by the Province, such Funds or other amount will be deemed to be a debt due and owing to the Province by the Recipient, and the Recipient will pay or return the amount to the Province immediately, unless the Province directs otherwise.
17.3 Interest Rate
The Province may charge the Recipient interest on any money owing by the Recipient at the then current interest rate charged by the Province of Ontario on accounts receivable.
17.4 Payment of Money to Province
The Recipient will pay any money owing to the Province by cheque payable to the “Ontario Minister of Finance” and delivered to the Province at the Ministry address referred to in section 18.1.
17.5 Failure to Repay
Without limiting the application of section 43 of the Financial Administration Act (Ontario), if the Recipient fails to pay any amount owing under the Agreement, the Province of Ontario may deduct any unpaid amount from any money payable to the Recipient by the Province of Ontario.
18. Notice
18.1 Notice in Writing and Addressed
Notice will be in writing and will be delivered by email, postage-prepaid mail, personal delivery or fax, and will be addressed to the Province and the Recipient respectively as set out below, or as either Party later designates to the other by Notice:

(b)         To the Recipient: at the address provided by the Recipient in his/her completed Application Form or to such other address as the Recipient subsequently designates in writing.
18.2 Notice Given
Notice will be deemed to have been given:
(a)         in the case of postage-prepaid mail, five Business Days after the Notice is mailed; or
(b)         in the case of email, personal delivery or fax, one Business Day after the Notice is delivered.
18.3 Postal Disruption
Despite section 18.2(a), in the event of a postal disruption:
(a)         Notice by postage-prepaid mail will not be deemed to be given; and
(b)         the Party giving Notice will give Notice by email, personal delivery or by fax.
19. Consent by Province and Compliance by Recipient
19.1 Consent
When the Province provides its consent to the Recipient pursuant to the Agreement, it may impose any terms and conditions on such consent and the Recipient will comply with such terms and conditions.
20. Severability of Provisions
20.1 Invalidity or Unenforceability of Any Provision
The invalidity or unenforceability of any provision of the Agreement will not affect the validity or enforceability of any other provision of the Agreement. Any invalid or unenforceable provision will be deemed to be severed.
21. Waiver
21.1 Waivers in Writing
If a Party fails to comply with any term of the Agreement, that Party may only rely on a waiver of the other Party if the other Party has provided a written waiver in accordance with the Notice provisions in Article 18.0. Any waiver will only apply to the specific obligation referred to in the waiver and will not have the effect of waiving any subsequent failures to comply, no matter how similar.
22. Independent Parties
22.1 Parties Independent
The Recipient acknowledges that he or she is not an agent, joint venturer, partner or employee of the Province, and the Recipient will not represent himself or herself in any way that might be taken by a reasonable person to suggest that he or she is, or take any actions that could establish or imply such a relationship.
23. Assignment of  Agreement or Funds
23.1 No Assignment
The Recipient will not, without the prior written consent of the Province, assign any of his or her rights, or obligations under the Agreement.
23.2 Agreement Binding
All rights and obligations contained in the Agreement will extend to and be binding on the Parties’ respective heirs, executors, administrators, successors and permitted assigns.
24. Governing Law
24.1 Governing Law
The Agreement and the rights, obligations and relations of the Parties will be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the Province of Ontario and the applicable federal laws of Canada. Any actions or proceedings arising in connection with the Agreement will be conducted in the courts of Ontario, which will have exclusive jurisdiction over such proceedings.
25. Further Assurances
25.1 Agreement into Effect
The Recipient will provide such further assurances as the Province may request from time to time with respect to any matter to which the Agreement pertains, and will otherwise do or cause to be done all acts or things necessary to implement and carry into effect the terms and conditions of the Agreement to their full extent.
26. Rights and Remedies Cumulative
26.1 Rights and Remedies Cumulative
The rights and remedies of the Province under the Agreement are cumulative and are in addition to, and not in substitution for, any of its rights and remedies provided by law or in equity.
27. Acknowledgement of Other Legislation and Directives
27.1 Recipient Acknowledges
The Recipient:
(a)         acknowledges that by receiving Funds he or she may become subject to legislation applicable to organizations that receive funding from the Government of Ontario, including the Broader Public Sector Accountability Act (Ontario), the Public Sector Salary Disclosure Act (Ontario), and the Auditor General Act (Ontario);
(b)         acknowledges that Government of Ontario has issued expenses, perquisites, and procurement directives and guidelines pursuant to the Broader Public Sector Accountability Act (Ontario) that could be applicable to the Recipient; and
(c)         will comply with any such legislation, including directives issued thereunder, to the extent applicable.
28. Failure To Comply With Other Provincial Agreement
28.1 Other Agreements. 
If the Recipient:
(a)         has failed to comply with any term, condition, or obligation under any other agreement with His Majesty the King in right of Ontario or one of His agencies (a “Failure”);
(b)         has been provided with notice of such Failure in accordance with the requirements of such other agreement;
(c)         has, if applicable, failed to rectify such Failure in accordance with the requirements of such other agreement; and
(d)         such Failure is continuing, the Province may suspend the payment of Funds for such period as the Province determines appropriate.
29.         Survival
29.1 Survival
The following Articles and sections, and all applicable cross-referenced sections and schedules, will continue in full force and effect for a period of seven years from the date of expiry or termination of the Agreement: Article 1.0 and any other applicable definitions, section 5.2(c), section 7.1 (to the extent that the Recipient has not provided the reports to the satisfaction of the Province), sections 7.2, 7.3, 7.4, 7.5, 7.6, Article 8.0, Article 9.0, Article 12.0, section 13.2, section 14.2, sections 15.1, 15.2(d), (e), (f), (g) and (h), Article 16.0, Article 17.0, Article 18.0, Article 20.0, section 23.2, Article 24.0, Article 26.0, Article 27.0, Article 28.0, and Article 29.0.
