Instructions
"Rehabilitate” is a defined term under subsection 139(1) of the Act. By default, a proponent of a project is required to rehabilitate a site so that it is restored to its former use or condition. However, if a proponent applies for and receives a “post-closure state determination”, the site may be rehabilitated so that it is suitable for a different use or condition acceptable to the Minister. 
The Minister will also consider applications for post-closure state determinations where the proposed post-closure state is, or will be, compatible with the use of adjacent land.
To request a post-closure state determination, fill out this form and:

General Guidance
This form is designed to provide the Ministry with the information it needs to process a request for a post-closure state determination.
Proponents are responsible for providing all required information to the Ministry to support the request.  In accordance with the definition of “rehabilitate” under subsection 139(1) paragraph (b)(i)(ii) of the Act, the proposed different use or condition state must either:
i)         be or will be compatible with the use of adjacent land, or
ii)         be suitable for a future use of the site as determined by the Minster.
The post-closure state determination does not relieve proponents with a filed closure plan from the requirement under section 141.2 of the Act to comply with the closure plan.
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Fields marked with an asterisk (*) are mandatory.
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Section 1. Project Information
•         Project Name: Provide current or newly proposed project name(s); if project was referred to by a different name previously, please include in brackets. 
•         District, Township/Area and Municipality: “Districts” refer to the territorial Districts of Northern Ontario. If the area is not with a northern district, do not include. “Areas” refer to lake/river areas and are usually located in the far north of Ontario and the more remote regions of Ontario (e.g., East of Crawford Lake Area in the District of Cochrane). Identify the district, township/area and municipality, if any, where the project is located using the Mining Lands Administration System Map viewer (MLAS map viewer).
•         Lot and Concession (if applicable): This information, if available, can be found in the MLAS map viewer.
•         UTM Coordinates: Provide UTM coordinates; approximate UTM coordinates can be found by going to the MLAS map viewer. To turn Latitude and Longitude into UTM, use a Latitude and Longitude to UTM converter, which are available online.
•         Tenure Type: Tenure type for the mining project including for mining leases and mining claims, refer to the Mining Lands Administration System, Registered User Access. An example of an “other” type of tenure is a licence ofoccupation or an exploratory licence of occupation. Please list all applicable tenures including tenure administered under other ministries, e.g., easements and non-mining license of occupation. This information may be provided using an excel spreadsheet or table that includes the Tenure Identification Number, the type of tenure (ex. patent, claim, lease, licence of occupation) and tenure holder. •         Last Name, First Name, Middle Initial: If an individual is the sole proponent of the mining project, please fill out the information as required. If the applicant is an individual filling out the section on behalf of the proponent, they must have the authority to bind the proponent.
•         Client Number: Every company will have a client number assigned by MINES and can be found in Mining Lands Administration System, Registered User Access.
•         Corporation Legal Name (If Applicable): The corporate name should be that of the proponent of the filed closure plan, where the proponent is a corporation. The legal name of the corporation will be set out in the company’s articles of incorporation (or articles of amendment, continuance, amalgamation, arrangement, reorganization, or revival, as the case may be). It can also be obtained by performing a corporate search on the Ontario Business Registry. Note that the corporate name may not be the parent company or the mining rights holder.
•         Business Operating Name: A sole proprietor or a corporation operating under a different name, or if for any other reason a person has registered a name under the Business Names Act, fill out the name here.
•         Business Number: The Canada Revenue Agency (CRA) Business Number that has been assigned to the business.
•         Type your first, middle, and last name, or single name, to sign the form: The individual who filled out their name in this section above must sign.
•         Add Proponent: Please click the blue button to expand for more fields if there is more than one current proponent.

•         Rehabilitate: means to take measures, including protective measures, in accordance with the prescribed standards, to treat a site or mine hazard so that the use or condition of the site is restored to its former use or condition to the extent required by the prescribed standards, or is changed to a different use or condition that the Minister determines, in accordance with the regulations, is or will be compatible with the use of adjacent land, or is suitable for a future use of the site determined by the Minister.
•         Post-closure state: means in respect of a site, “the use or condition of the site referred to in clause (a) or (b) of the definition of “rehabilitate” in subsection 139 (1) of the Act as the consequence of rehabilitation that is specified in the closure plan for the site”.
•         Post-closure state determination: means “a determination by the Minister respecting a change in the use or condition of a site for the purposes of clause (b) of the definition of “rehabilitate” in subsection 139 (1) of the Act.”
•         Site: is defined as “the land or lands on which a project or mine hazard is located.”
•         Closure: means the project is in a state of temporary suspension, inactivity or close out of advanced exploration, mining or mine production.
•         Mine hazard: means any feature of a mine, or any disturbance of the ground, that has not been rehabilitated to the prescribed standard.
•         Active management: The post-closure state may require active management by an occupant: examples of these in other jurisdictions include tourism facilities and golf courses. Where active management is required, the proponent should explain who will operate the site after the mine is closed out. Also, the land tenure should be suitable for the contemplated post-closure use; for example, under the Act, a mining lease cannot be renewed unless production has occurred in the previous term or the proponent has made reasonable efforts to bring the property into production, so a mining lease may not be suitable for a post-closure use requiring active management. Other post-closure states may not require active management, such as wetland habitats or silviculture. These post-closure states may be suitable on mining leases, provided that the site is rehabilitated to applicable standards and can revert to the Crown without the taxpayer incurring cleanup liabilities.

•         Project-scale site plan/ map(s) showing the scope and location of the proposed different use or condition: This map is intended to clearly identify the proposed different use or condition post-closure which would differ from its former use.  Please clearly identify the site boundaries, the land tenure designations, and where applicable, the adjacent landowners and their land tenure designations. Include any infrastructure (surface and subsurface) and/ or mining features (e.g., roads, buildings, waste rock piles, tailing ponds, crown pillar, etc.) which would remain post-closure. These proposed changes should match the content of this completed form and attached documentation. To attach this item, use the “Add Document” button below.
•         Summary of any Aboriginal consultation on the proposed different use or condition post-closure: This summary is intended to provide a concise explanation of any consultation already conducted in regard to the proposed different use or condition post-closure, clearly laid out and organized by each community. Proponents can use the Mines Aboriginal consultation report to provide information on Aboriginal consultation; a separate more detailed document may also be attached if prior consultation has been more extensive.
