To obtain an order allowing the conditional filing of a closure plan or closure plan amendment under subsections 140 (3), 141 (3) or 143 (3) of the Mining Act (the “Act”), a proponent is required to submit a request using this approved form.

If a conditional filing order is issued, it will include terms and conditions that are appropriate in the circumstances, including but potentially not limited to the condition that the proponent meet the outstanding requirements of the submitted closure plan in a time and manner specified by the Minister in the order.

•         District, Township/Area and Municipality: “Districts” refer to the territorial Districts of Northern Ontario. •         Mine hazard: means “any feature of a mine, or any disturbance of the ground, that has not been rehabilitated to the prescribed standard”.
•         Conditional filing: The Minister may permit the filing of a closure plan that does not meet all legislative requirements, by order, where the Minister determines that such an order is consistent with the purposes of the Act. An order permitting conditional filing will require that a proponent meet outstanding requirements in the time and manner specified by the Minister in the order. Orders permitting conditional filing are not used to exclude a required item from a closure plan or closure plan amendment permanently.
•         Closure plan: means “a plan prepared under Part VII of the Mining Act to rehabilitate a site or mine hazard”.  Except as otherwise provided under Part VII of the Act or Regulation 35/24, a closure plan must include at least the information set out in Schedule 2 to Regulation 35/24, in the order in which the Schedule lists the required information.
•         Schedule 2: Schedule 2 to Regulation 35/24 provides the information that must be included in a closure plan.
